Connect VGA or Component source to the video input

Connect S/PDIF or Stereo Audio source to RCA Jack or 3.5mm Jack

Connect VGA/Component Adapter to VGA or Component input of the device
Connect HDMI cable to device and TV or projector

Plug in 5V DC power cord to power jack of C-HDMI-COMPVGA
