1.8 EDID Learning

Turn the rotary control clockwise from 7 to 0. DO NOT let the rotary control arrow pass 6, which will
erase the just learned EDID and reset to unit to default EDID.
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1.9 Installation

To setup Avenview C-DVIA-HDMI follow these steps for connecting to a device:

Power off display source such as DVD Player, Set-top box

Connect your DVI source to DVI input

Connect S/PDIF or Stereo Audio source to RCA Jack or 3.5mm Jack respectively
Connect Male to Male HDMI to HDMI Output of C-DVIA-HDMI

Connect other end of HDMI cable to TV or projector with HDMI input

Plug in 5V DC power cord to power jack of C-DVIA-HDMI

Power on C-DVIA-HDMI

Power on DVI source and display with HDMI input.
