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3.2 Rear Panel

1.  TCP/IP: This port is the link for TCP/IP
control and connects to an active Ethernet
link by an RJ-45 cable.

2.  RS 232: Connect to a PC or control system
by D-Sub 9-pin cable for the transmission of
RS-232 commands.

3.  HDMI INPUT: Connect to the HDMI
sources device such as a DVD player or a
Set-top Box by HDMI cable.

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5. INSTAllATION

1. Connect up to 4 sources such as a Blue-Ray Player, game console, A/V Receiver, Cable or Satellite Receiver, etc.
to each HDMI input port. Do not hot plug. Plug and unplug HDMI cords carefully with the power switched off. Connecting
and disconnecting while the unit is powered on can result in permanent damage.
